Sessions in schools and youth groups are run by two peer educators with support from a health worker.

These sessions are interactive, fun and supportive.  They explore a range of topics to do with human rights, healthy relationships and domestic violence. The aim is to encourage a positive change in young people’s beliefs, attitudes, and behaviours regarding relationships.

If you are interested in becoming a peer educator and are a successful applicant, you will be trained in a range of issues including gender roles, activism and anger strategies as well as being coached to lead sessions.
